	REPORT OFTHE GRANTEE, presented by: Catherine Correa

      A) Grantee’s Report  
	· The Grantee distributed a written report however, she did go over a few highlights which included but are not limited to:

· With HRSA’s new focus on Prevention and intervention she has been speaking to providers about outreach.  It is her hope that the new focus will give providers a chance to be more creative with their outreach programs.  

· The Grantee co-hosted two World AIDS Day events, one in each of our counties.

· Case Management training schedule had been changed due to feed-back from the providers.  The next training will be on January 26, 2010 at the Brownstone.  

· She is in the process of providing a response to HRSA to the two recent TA’s her office had requested.  This will include the Planning Council’s response.

· The Grantee gave a utilization report to the Council.  She noted that services should have used 75% of the funds available at this point.  Those services at or above 75% are:  Case Management, Dental Care, Medications, Mental Health Services, Nutrition Services, Legal Services, Outreach, Psycho-social Support Groups, and Substance Abuse Counseling Services.  Those that are below the 75% include: Primary Medical, Housing, and Transportation.

· Catherine noted that it is important for us to reach the 75% mark and Primary Medical is a category we should be looking at and asking questions about.  She noted that Bergen Regional Medical Center will now with working with us as a provider.  Once they hire a new doctor they will be able to increase their case load by 60 new patients. 

· The Grantee noted that Charlotte Tobias has resigned her position as Council administrator and would no longer be working for the Council as of January 18, 2010.  The Grantee noted that she will be working with the new Council leadership to insure a smooth transition.

There were questions regarding whether or not we will have a regular Planning Council meeting in February since in the past we have not had a meeting when we had our retreat.  The members of the Steering Committee stepped away for a brief meeting and it was decided that the Day of Capacity Dev. would count as our February meeting.
